Lima Peru’s Hidden People

@O your grandparents tell you about how things were
when they were your age? How about your great-
grandparents—do they do that? If a Chinese child in Lima,
Peru, asked her grandparents for their childhood stories, she
would hear about how they came all the way from Asia to
Peru in South America, and why they did that.

There are 200,000 Chinese people in Lima. That’s
enough for a whole city. Some speak Spanish, some can only
speak Chinese, and many speak both languages.



The most important thing, though, is that most of the
Chinese people in Lima, Peru don’t know about the love of

Jesus.

That’s why a Chinese couple, Fiona and Tony, went to
Lima, Peru, from their home in Canada to be missionaries

there.

Fiona’s Story:

“I was working at a
good job in Canada but I
was not happy. One day
God reminded me of
Matthew 6:33. “What you
should want most is God’s
kingdom and doing what he
wants you to do. Then he
will give you all these other
things you need.’ (ERV)
“Those words reminded me
that a few years before, |
had promised God that I
would be a missionary.

“I thought about it and
made that promise again.
My husband, Tony, made
the same promise. We
started working towards
being missionaries after
that.

“We heard that there
was a big number of
Chinese people in Lima,
Peru, and they didn’t know
about Jesus. To learn more
about them, we went on
three trips to Lima.
