As Nathan eagerly listened,
the missionary told of another
way to bless the Kimyals. The
Kimyal children needed to learn
how to read and write in their
own language so they too could
grow up reading and studying
the Word of God. Reading
books were written, but funds
were needed to proceed with the
preparation, printing, and
delivery of the Kimyal reading
books. Nathan thought, “How
can I get some money for that?
I'm only a young kid! Could I
possibly help?" Then he had an
idea.

Armed with some GC Kids
about Bible translation and a
heart determined to make a
difference, Nathan decided he
would drive his ATV door to
door in his neighborhood,
asking neighbors to contribute.

Over the next two weeks,
Nathan knocked on every door
in his neighborhood explaining
how the Kimyal kids in Papua,
Indonesia needed to learn to
read. He explained about the
funds needed to print the
Kimyal reading books. Word
about Nathan's request quickly
spread through the
neighborhood and many
generously contributed.  God
honored Nathan’s effort in a big
way. At the end of two weeks
over $350.00 was collected.
